Research Instrument
The research respondents are from Universitas Muhammadiyah Yogyakarta. They will be shown 5 Chinese TikTok videos regarding the South China Sea conflict and will be asked through a quantitative survey approach using Google Forms, wherein they will undergo a survey for quantitative and follow-up questions for qualitative, which are as follows:

1. Quantitative Research Instrument
The research questionnaire survey used for this study was adopted from De Leon & Ballesteros-Lintao (2021) in their study “The Rise of Meme Culture: Internet Political Memes as Tools for Analyzing Philippine Propaganda”, effectively operationalizing the 10 Propaganda Characteristics of Walton (1997). In this case, the questionnaires are adapted to cater to the TikTok video context. This questionnaire interprets Walton’s 10 propaganda characteristics and their implications. 

The questions are as follows:
a. I understand the TikTok video’s background (the situation/the issue/content behind the video)
b. I find the TikTok video’s message to be appealing/ interesting
c. I agree that the TikTok video is in support of a particular issue, person, and/or social group.
d. I agree that the TikTok video includes/represents a particular person and/or social group.
e. I agree that the TikTok video is unreasonable/ irrational. It does not make any sense
f. I agree that the TikTok video is biased toward one group. It only supports one side of the situation/issue.
g.  I agree that the TikTok video is persuasive or convincing.
h. I agree that the TikTok video presents a problem/s that is biased or is in support of one side.
i.  I agree that the TikTok video uses words that are emotionally engaging and persuasive. 
j. I agree that the TikTok video is effective in disproving any South China Sea narratives.

Data Analysis
The quantitative data analyzed through the survey will undergo statistical treatment of weighted mean and percentage, wherein a 4-point Likert scale will be utilized to identify the audience perception. The scale is identified as follows:
